Previous quotes received:  Norman’s Electric $30,000.00 ($24,000.00 for lift station panel plus $6,000.00 for installation of pump panel), MN Pump Works $21,800.00 ($15,800.00 for lift station panel plus estimated $6,000.00 for installation of pump panel)
· Council feels it is important to keep business local when possible
