· Jonsgaard Tiny House Update:  Pettit reported he has completed the June follow up.  According to Eldon Jonsgaard this is no longer going to be a tiny house. Jonsgaard claims it does not meet the requirements for a tiny house because it does not have sewer, electricity and cannot be removed from the frame. It is going to make it into a camper and it will be licensed as such.  At this time it is not complete and is not ready to be moved because it does not have a bathroom or a lot of the other furnishing you would have in a camper.  Pettit did look and the inside and stated it certainly could be used as a camper.  It is not in use right now.  According to Jonsgaard once the camper is completed it be used to attend events but will remain at the current location between events.  Jonsgaard told Pettit if that was not ok there are lot of other campers in South Rushford and the Village that will have to be moved.
