CITIZENS/OTHERS PRESENT: Jonas Sublett, Evan Meier, Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Evan Meier and Jonas Sublett voiced their concerns regarding speeding on Plummer St.  There are a lot of kids and adults with pets that walk Plummer St.  Meier stated he has spoken to better than half the residents in this area and only one has objected to a speed bump being installed.  They stated they feel most of the speeders are not residents who live on Plummer St or Darr Ln but visitors or delivery trucks to the residences on those streets.  Meier and Sublett suggested a speed bump be installed on Plummer after the pump house and before Darr Ln. Sublett does not feel a radar speed sign would be as effective as a speed bump. Meier has researched the topic and will send his finding to the CRV office. There is a slow children with a 20 mph limit and dead end sign posted on Plummer by the park, it was suggested a larger 20 mph sign might help.  The intersection at Plummer and Darr is uncontrolled, placing a yield or stop sign there would help.  Knutson thanked Meier and Sublett for bringing this forward.  The Council will discuss and decide what actions are needed

ROADS/WATER/SEWER: 
· Full Time Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor Position: Knutson reported He and Hart along with Scheck and Miner interviewed Kyle Chiglo.  Benefits, heavy machinery experience, job description and wages were discussed.  Chiglo does not have and would need to aquire a water and wastewater license within a reasonable time frame. $23.00 per hour was the starting wage offered and that wage would not increase when water and wastewater licenses are obtained.   Chiglo stated during the interview he would accept the offer as presented.  Knutson stated Chiglo fits right into what CRV was looking and has a Class A License.  Knutson and Hart recommend the Council to approve the hiring of Kyle Chiglo with the benefit package discussed.  Chiglo would be available to start with CRV June 17, 2020 with the understanding he will continue to work at Norway Township for a while doing both jobs.  Knutson suggested there should be a work list that the Council would like to see completed in a certain time frame to help Chiglo know what is expected.

· Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk-South Rushford Utility Lines Mapping: A couple of years ago Bolton and Menk had interns start mapping the South Rushford Utility lines at no charge to CRV but the project was not completed. This will show the GPS locations of all the water shut offs along with other information that is valuable when locating needs to be done. Olinger estimates to complete the mapping and provide a printable map the cost would be $1,200.00-$1,500.00

· Speeding Concerns - Plummer St:  The concerns of Meier and Sublett were discussed.  Miner reported she had been in contact with Fillmore County regarding the radar speed sign and was told they are still waiting for 3 checks from other entities before they can order the signs and they do not know when the signs will be available.  Scheck reported he has seen people fly down the hill by the park on Plummer St.  The Council asked O’Koren to look into what would need to be done to set a slower speed limit on CRV streets.  Ebner suggested a letter be sent to residents on Plummer St and Darr Ln. to alert them to the possibility of a speed bump being installed on Plummer St if the speeding does not stop.  Currently Plummer and Darr is an uncontrolled intersection, a stop sign will be installed.  Council will revisit at the July 7 meeting to determine if the speeding problem has improved or if the speed bump will need to be installed.
Motion made to have O’Koren send a certified and regular mail letter to each resident on Plummer St and Darr Ln warning them of the

  3)  OTHER:   

· Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA) Joints of Power Agreement:  Notice was received from Manion-O’Koren Law Office the CRV agreement with the BCA had expired in 2018.  This agreement is required for any access to the BCA.  Having this agreement allows the CRV Attorney authority to access to the BCA services when prosecuting cases on behalf of CRV.  The Attorney receives a key fob to log into the BCA system which allows access to their charging system, FBI reports and BCA reports and everything on a criminal so the best charging decision can be made.  CRV Attorney prosecutes all CRV misdemeanors and gross misdemeanors and the Fillmore County prosecutes all CRV felonies.  The contract is for 5 years and will allow any Attorney working on behalf of CRV access the the BCA files.  The cost of the agreement is $50.00 per month and covers the cost of allowing a CRV attorney access to the BCA files.  In the past Manion Law Firm paid for the agreement out of the law firms money but going forward Manion would like CRV to take on that cost.  If there is a case being prosecuted CRV would be charged by Manion-O’Koren Law Firm their hourly rate plus the $50.00 monthly BCA charge.  If CRV does not want to enter into this agreement CRV can contract with the Fillmore County Attorney Office to prosecute.  Fillmore County already has a BCA agreement so they do not have to pay monthly so CRV would not be charged a monthly $50.00 fee but CRV would pay Fillmore County Attorney fee rates to prosecute all the crimes  within CRV boundaries. O’Koren stated there very few crimes prosecuted in CRV recently. O’Koren had removed any refenence to a police department in Resolution 2020-06-16 because CRV is not contracted with any police department at this time.  Overland asked what would happen if CRV contracted with a police department. O’Koren will amend Resolution 2020-06-16 number 2 to state any police department hired by CRV would be under this contract

After the June 16, 2020 Council meeting CRV received an invoice from Manion-O’Koren Law Office with at charge for 



$440.00 which is for 1 year payment of the BCA agreement.  Miner questioned this charge and learned 
from Manion-



O’Koren Paralegal Corinna Mleran that the Manion-O’Koren Law Office is billed yearly by the BCA which they in turn bill 


CRV and CRV will not be billed $50.00 monthly by the BCA.  This will be a saving 
of $160.00 per year for CRV
· Hall Rental Rates:  Hall rental rates of surrounding Commumity/Event Centers were reviewed.  It has been suggested the CRV hall rental rates need to be adjusted, no action was taken at this time.  Hall rental rates for 2021 will be discussed when the pay rates are reviewed towards the end of 2020
· CRV COVID-19 Preparedness Plan:  Governor Waltz ordered Cities must have a COVID-19 preparedness plan in place by June 29, 2020.  O’Koren reviewed the CRV plan and in his opinion the CRV plan meets the requirments for a preparedness plan.  All Council Members are now informed the CRV COVID-19 Preparedness Plan is in place
