CITIZENS/OTHERS PRESENT: Brian Jerviss-AcenTek, Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Kristine Petersen-Aspen Road:  Petersen did not attend the meeting.  Petersen called the CRV office to say she would not be attending because some of her concerns had already been addressed and she hoped the rest of them would be taken care of.  Petersen was thanked for bringing her concerns to the attention of Chiglo and CRV Council
· Brian Jerviss-AcenTek:  Jerviss provided maps showing where AcenTek proposes to trench in fiber optic along Ekren Rd to provide service to 3 customers. 
· Jerviss stated AcenTek has been in contact with Scaife, Ekren and Hatleli to get access to cross their properties to install the fiber optics but none would allow access. An easement from the 1970’s is in place with Scaife and Ekren but neither party wants AcenTek to go on their property
· Jerviss stated the cable would be trenched in on the edge of the road not in the ditch.
· Chiglo and Council concerns are road maintenance issues, culverts and large rocks that could be brought to the surface.  Chiglo stated the hardest part is to keep a ditch established after this work has been done
· Chiglo stated he has concerns for the future and being able to know where the cable is located and at what depth.  Chiglo stated from his past experience they are not able to tell him the depth the cable is buried when they come to do the locate.  Chiglo stated when the fiber is bored under a culvert this is good but it is hard to know the depth of the fiber.  Jerviss assured him AcenTek would be able to locate the cable and the provide the depth it is buried 
· AcenTek would like this done by Labor Day 2020
· Chiglo does not see a problem with this being done as long as the agreement states CRV is not responsible for any damage to the fiber optic cable when road/ditch work is being done by CRV and Chiglo would also like to deal with AcenTek only not the contractors hired by AcenTek
· Chiglo asked he be called before the work begins so he can scrap the gravel off before the trenching starts so the gravel could put back once the work is completed.  Jerviss stated this would not be a problem
· O’Koren will draft an agreement between CRV and AcenTek for the Council and Chiglo to review
Motion made to allow AcenTek to trench in fiber optic cable along Ekren Rd as long as AcenTek is willing to work with

Other Issues/Concerns
:
·      David Lind-29705 State Highwas 43 S:
Pettit reported Lind had applied for and received a permit for a 12’x25’concrete pad to be placed on the north side of the shed.  The slab is on the end of a non-conforming building
· When Pettit went to complete the permit Lind told Pettit he was going to place a compressor for an inside refrigeration/freezer unit on the concrete pad but the compressor was placed to the side of the slab, not on it
· Pettit noticed a trailer load of equipment and Lind was told if he where place anything else on the concrete slab he would need to get a permit and comply with MN DOT right of way and CRV setbacks which are 30 feet from the MN DOT right of way.
· Pettit reported Lind has placed an approximately 10’x22’ aluminum structure used for walk-in freezer/walk-in cooler on the slab without obtaining a permit and Pettit believes it is in violation of right of way and setback requirements.  
· Pettit stopped again and asked Lind if he knew where the right of way was, which he did not.  Pettit assumes the right of way is where the fence line and utilites run.  
· Lind informed Pettit he was told he did not need a permit because the it is not attached/bolted to the ground and is not a building or structure 
· Pettit stated this is a building/structure according to building and structure difinitions in the CRV Ordinance and a permit is required
· Pettit recommends the Council require Lind get a permit and move the structure back 30 feet off the MN DOT road right of way to meet CRV ordinances because Lind was told he would need a permit and be in compliance with MN DOT right of way and CRV setbacks but Lind went ahead and placed a structure on the slab anyway
· Hart questioned if CRV has a building that was there prior to the right of way and is now considered non-conforming and a new building could not be built to replace it, would the non-conforming building be grandfathered in.  Pettit stated the building that is there is non-conforming and upgrades can be made to the existing building up to 50% of its value but you cannot add on to it.  This year a permit was given to re-roof and side the building which would be ok because doing this would not reach 50% of the value of the building.  The structure that is now on the slab is not attached to the non-conforming building and is an accessory building.  The permited slab butts up to the non-conforming building 
· Miner will contact MN DOT to get the MN DOT right of way for that location
· O’Koren will review the CRV Ordinances
· Knutson will abstain from any discussion or decision relating to this because of conflict of interest, Lind is a neighbor and Lind takes care of Knutson’s field
· This will be brought to the Planning and Zoning Board to review at their July 21 meeting to determine if MN DOT right of way and CRV ordinances have been violated and to determine if what was placed on the slab is a building or structure according to CRV Ordinances and the Planning and Zoning Boards findings will be brought to the CRV Council
Motion made to table further discussion to allow for fact finding

2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
·      Speeding Concerns Update - Plummer St/Darr Ln:
CRV received an email from a resident on Plummer St.  This resident does not feel a speed bumb would be in the best interest of the residents and could become more of a safety concern because kids would be using it as a jump for bikes and skateboards which is what happened when the speed bump was placed on Goodrich St. Chiglo has placed a temporary stop sign at Darr Ln and Plummer which will become permanent as soon as the locate is done. Chiglo stated people coming from Darr Ln do stop it’s the cars on Plummer St that are speeding.  Chiglo stated after watching the traffic he suggestes a 3 way stop be placed at Plummer St. and Darr Ln. in place of a speed bump.  No action will be taken at this time
·      Fillmore County Bridge Reports:  This is an annual report.  Chiglo will review the reports and report back to the Council with his findings

· Public Notary-Clerk:
Hart questioned if the Clerk should be a Public Notary.  Cost would be $120.00 for the class, $20.00 to register with Fillmore County plus the cost of the stamp.  Would have to be renewed every 5 years.  Anything signed by the Clerk would need to be notorized by someone else.  CRV Attorney O’Koren is a Public Notary and notorizes for CRV when needed.  Council did not feel it necessary for Clerk to become a Public Notary at this time.
· 2020 CRV Hall/Park Mowing:  Council feels a part-time/on-call summer assistant should be hired to help Chiglo with mowing and other jobs for 2020.  This will allow Chiglo time to determine how much help he might need going forward.  There was discussion regarding the various areas that are mowed within CRV and if they need to be mowed regularly as they are now or if they should be considered the same as rural road ditches and mowed accordingly. After reviewing the pay rate and fees for summer assistant-other work the pay was increased from $10.00 to $15.00 per hour with no benefits effective 7/7/2020.  Chiglo stated his sons, 17 and 22 years of age, would be available to help out on a on-call basis for the summer of 2020. The Council does not want anyone under the age of 18 to operating big equipment.  The Council felt it was important to get someone hired right away and left it up to Chiglo’s descretion as to who to hire.  The part-time/on-call position will be discussed in the future for 2021
Motion made to increase the summer assistant-other work pay to $15.00 per hour with no benefits effective 7/7/2020 and 

to allow Chiglo to use his discretion as to who to hire as a summer assistant for 2020

Additions to Agenda:

· Census Buerau:  CRV received a call from Jinny with the Census Buerau inquiring if the CRV Community Center would be available to rent for Census training.  Community Center is closed due to COVID-19 and after discussion the Council felt it is important to be consistant and will not open the community center for this training.  Miner will contact Jinny
· Rural Road Concerns:  Ruberg expressed the need to address rural road concerns. Ruberg stated locates have been called in numerous times for the western part of the Village but no work has been performed.  He feels the roads have been neglected. Ditchwork is one of the items he feels needs to be done sooner than later to get the water running where it needs to go.  Chiglo and Scheck drove the roads before Scheck left and a final comment Scheck made to Chiglo is Chiglo would have a lot of work to do, which Chiglo agreed with.  Chiglo is confident he will get the roads and ditches back in good shape but it will need to be done systematically.  Chiglo used cold mix to repair potholes on Village Dr.  Chiglo stated he enjoys the interaction with the public.  Chiglo will have a priority list ready for the July 21 meeting
· Lift Station Enlarged Concrete Pad:
· Knutson has been in contact with Tom Kopperud.  Norman’s Electric will be installing the new control panel at the lift station.  Part of the quote included a concrete pad.  After talking with Kopperud and Chiglo it was suggested to extend the concrete pad to allow for a solid place to set a pump when it is pulled and it would also eliminate a tripping hazzard.  It is estimated this would require an additional ½ yard of concrete and the cost would be a couple hundred dollars more.  The Council feels this is a safety issue and agree the pad should be extended.
· Chiglo stated he will be constructing a grate to fit over the top of the lift station hole when it is open
· Chiglo reported the chain attached to the catch basket is deteriorating and will need to be replaced soon.  He will replace it with a stainless steel chain
· Chiglo reported the winch used to pull the pumps is wore out and needs to be replaced.  Chiglo will research manual and electric winches and report back to the Council.
