· David Lind-29705 State Highwas 43 S:  
· Pettit reported a drawing of the area had been received from MN DOT which was difficult to read.  The narrative with the map determined there is a 75 foot right of way from the center line but it is hard to determine which line to go by on the map.  At the July 7 meeting the Council had directed the Planning and Zoning Board to determine if the building was placed in the MN DOT right of way and CRV setbacks.  With the information from MN DOT it cannot be determined for sure where the MN DOT right of way is. The CRV Council can request MN DOT mark the right of way in this area so a determination can be made.
· Pettit reported at their July 21 meeting the Planning and Zoning Board came to the decision this project is in violation of the CRV ordinance and setback requirements
· Hart questioned if nothing had been started and if it was a whole new project what it would take to make this project in compliant.  Pettit replied what Lind has done cannot be made to conform. The only way to make it compliant would be for the Council to grant him a variance on the setback, moving the setback to the edge of the right of way or where ever it is deemed he is.  Pettit stated he did not think the Council could grant a variance for this because it would be more lenient than the County ordinance.  CRV ordinances can be more restrictive than Fillmore County ordinances but not less restrictive than Fillmore County ordinances
· Pettit stated if it was not for what Lind has done already, Lind could make an application to make sure the Planning and Zoning Board reviews and accepts the permit application with the building being placed so it would be in compliance with setback requirements
· Hart asked Pettit to estimate how far the existing structure would have to be moved.  Pettit stated his guess it would have to be moved approximately 30 feet West towards the barn
· Hart asked Overland if the Council had granted a variance before.  Two have been granted in the past.    Overland stated in the past one of the reasons variances were not given was because it was felt if the rule was not good why have it
· Overland explained it is normal to have setback from a setback. 
· Hart’s opinion is 105 foot setback is a little harsh for this situation.  Hart knows the building that is there is nonconforming and emotions can run high which can make it difficult to this work out to make it work for the resident.  Hart does not want to see the resident put so much investment into something only to have it taken away.
· Overland noted there is a history with this resident.  Lind has done things in the past without getting a permit and has been fined for not getting a permit.  
· Pettit stated  CRV requires a permit application for every building project.  This is stated in every CRV newsletter.  
· Pettit stated if Lind had made a permit application before anything was started it would have been speedy process and decision would have been made at the next Planning and Zoning meeting. The problem started because a permit was not applied for in the beginning
Motion made contact MN DOT to have the right of way marked

· Gary Brown Solar Array-State Highway 43 S:  Pettit reported Gary Brown applied for a permit for a 37.5 kW AC Ground Mounted Solar Array to be placed on parcel R05.0178.020.  The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the application at their July 21, 2020 meeting.  Pettit, on behalf of the Planning and Zoning Board, make a favorable recommendation and asked the Council move forward with the permit process.

2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· AcenTek Fiber-Ekren Rd:  
· After the July 7, 2020 Council meeting it was determined the residents on Ekren Rd have had fiber installed to their homes.   
· Jerviss stated there was a mistake/misunderstanding made by the AcenTek consulting engineers with the landowner and a cable got buried across a field.  The landowner maintains AcenTek did not have permission to do that.  AcenTek has been trying to negotiate with the landowner and has gotten nowhere, they are not even close, it is an unworkable situation.
· It was suggested there may be other options for AcenTek to rerun fiber to the residents on Ekren Road if the current location of the fiber is a problem.  Jerviss reported he had talked with Steve Oian and Overland suggested Jerviss contact Roger Ekren
· Chiglo reported he revisited Ekren Road and determined it would be very hard to maintain the road if cable was trenched in because it is a long steep hill as far the grade is concerned.  
Motion made to rescind the original motion in order to explore new found information which could lead to a more cost 


effective and viable agreement or understanding

· Water line to maintenance shed, sprayer wand, culvert markers-Chiglo:  
· Chiglo suggested a water line be ran from the CRV hall to the maintenance shed to install a hydrant.
· Chiglo reported in order to change the spray pattern on the weed sprayer nozzle he has to touch the end of the nozzle that is covered with chemicals.  Chiglo suggested purchasing a nozzle that will allow changing the spray pattern with the handle itself instead of having to touch the end of the nozzle.  He estimated the cost to be around $129.00.  He will contact Hammels Equipment
· Chiglo reported CRV has multiple culverts with missing culvert markers.  He suggests using fiberglass markers which seem to hold up better and a locate is not necessary when placing them.  Because of the number of markers that will be needed, it was determined they will have to be installed in sections. A limit of $500.00 was set for the purchase of culvert markers for 2020.  
· Chiglo stated there are approximately 15 CRV road name signs that need to be replaced because they have faded.  A sign with the name printed on only one side costs $29.00-$39.00 depending on the length. He suggested buying road signs with the road name on both sides.  Printing on both sides costs about $3.00 more per sign. One side would have a small 1-inch tube that may block part of the road name but not enough to be a problem.  The savings would be approximately $60.00 per post because most posts have two road signs attached to it.  Chiglo also stated it is not necessary to place a road sign at the end of a dead end when the dead end connects with a road you had to enter to get to the dead end road. Chiglo stated it should be documented when signs are replaced.  Hart suggests leaving it to Chiglos’ discretion as to what road name signs need to be replaced
Motion made to approve a water line to be ran to the maintenance shed, approve the purchase of a weed sprayer nozzle, 


approve $500.00 limit to purchase fiberglass culvert markers in 2020, approve the purchase of approximately 15 


road name signs with road name on both sides

· 2020 CRV Summer Assistant Update: Treyten Chiglo is the summer assistant for 2020.  He will help Chiglo with mowing and other jobs as needed.

· Ruberg thanked Chiglo for the work that has been done on some of the roads.  Major improvements have been made with more work to be done.  Chiglo stated it will come along, there is a lot to chew on some of the roads and it will take time to get done.  Chiglo hopes residents understand the larger road issues will have priority at this time while smaller issues may have to wait.  
· Bruening Rock has started to deliver road rock.  He estimates about half of the budgeted rock has been delivered.  Road rock was to be delivered and spread by June 15 but the order was not placed until Chiglo called them towards the end of June.
· CRV Land Use Report Final Report-Rebecca Charles-CEDA:  Charles presented the Council with the final Land Inventory Report.  The report has all the data collected from the surveys as well as some recommendations from Charles.  Charles stated trails/walking paths were among the top things listed for things wanted to have developed within CRV.  Charles will reach out to the University of Wisconsin, LaCrosse to determine if their students would be able to help with trail projects.  The cost to have these students help may be covered by a SMIF. Charles will make a few revisions to the report and send the revised report to CRV. The Council thanked Charles for a job well done and will be able to use the report to determine what projects CRV may want to take on in the future.
