CITIZENS/OTHERS PRESENT: Beth LaFleur, Rachel Ukkestad, Carl Ukkestad, Ann Spartz-Oakwood (Sherwood) 
Cemetery/Wanda Hanson-Fillmore County Journal
· Carl Ukkestad presented the revised Oakwood (Sherwood) Cemetery map which shows 4x8’ lots being expanded to 4x12’ lots on the South end of the Cemetery.  This will allow for a second full burial with a vault without having to move the headstone which is used to mark both grave sites, this will reduce the number of gravesites available. None of the cemetery boundaries, survey markers or blocks have changed.  Kleinschmidts from Winona drew the original and revised maps.
· Knutson questioned who owns the driveway leading to the Cemetery.  Ukkestad explained part of it is owned by Vern Bunke and Andy Prinsen.  Once you go through the Cemetery gates it is owned by the Cemetery.  The entire driveway from Highway 16 to the Cemetery gates is in the MN DOT right of way.  Maintenance of the driveway is the responsibility of those who own it.

2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· AcenTek Fiber-Ekren Rd: 
· Chiglo suggested if AcenTek wants to trench in fiber along Ekren road CRV should include in the agreement if CRV is doing road work anywhere in CRV and the proper procedures regarding a locate have been followed and a cable is hit CRV would not be responsible for the cost of the repair.  O’Koren stated this is called indemnity and it could be written into an agreement but stated AcenTek will probably not want to do that
· Road Rock:
· Chiglo stated the 2020 road rock budget has been spent.  Rock was spread on Airport, Aspen, County Line, Dunn, Sorum, Ridgeview, Vogen & 340th
· Chiglo stated approximately $5,000.00 would be helpful this year to get things in better shape
· Chiglo suggested the 2021 budget should allow for additional road rock to help make up for the insufficient amount of rock that has been spread the last couple of years.  
· Road Work:

· Chiglo has completed a lot of road work so water will flow off the roads properly in the spring but more work needs to be done.
· Culvert and cattlepass work on Ridgeview by Kahouns needs to be completed this year
· Chiglo stated the Freightliner needs to be replaced soon 
· Knutson stated Rushford has chipsealed part of their section of Magelssen Dr and will do the other part next year.  He said the lower part, which is the CRV section, will need to be fixed and suggested if chipsealing is what is decided should be done, it could possibly be done at the same time Rushford does their part.
· Culvert Markers:
· Chiglo reported the fiberglass culvert markers came in at a cost of $23.00 per sign not $10.00 as he had stated at the July 21 meeting.  He will be purchasing metal culvert markers and calling in locates
· Lift Station:

· The control panel is being worked on by Norman’s Electric

· A new jack/lift will need to be installed at the lift station soon.  

· Norman’s Electric replaced 5 floats with 4.  They did not replace the low level float.  This is a concern to Chiglo because it is possible a pump could burn out. Knutson will look into this
3)  OTHER:   
· Resolution 2020-08-04 Ratifying Submission of City’s Claim in Purdue Pharmacy Opioid Litigations:
· Purdue Pharmacy has filed bankruptcy.  They made claims their opiods were not addictive
· It is a class action involving the State of Minnesota so the State will handle the distribution to the Cities
· O’Koren submitted a claim on behalf of CRV with permission from Acting Mayor Overland.  The claim had to be submitted by July 30, 2020
· Some of the items listed that counted as damage are child welfare, adolesent programs, drug treatment programs, law enforcement/court costs, healthcare and lost tax revenues
· The estimated damages from 2003-2020 is $2,000.00 and from 2020-2040 is $11,000.00

· O’Koren stated it could take years before a settlement is reached and it is not known if there will be requirements as to how the money will need to be spent
