· 2021 Budget Review:  Council reviewed the proposed budget and CD totals   
· [bookmark: _GoBack]When purchased CDs can be designated for certain items but can be used for something other than what it is designated for if needed.  PFA and MIF CDs cannot be used for anything else
· $50,000.00-$75,000.00 for the South Rushford Drainage project would come from the general fund and should be included in the 2021 budget
· Past budgets 2018-$425,000.00, 2019-$435,000.00, 2020-$450,000.00
· Olinger presented the pavement management plan.  Chip sealing and crack filling should be done to various roads in 2021, 2022 and 2023.  Olinger feels $20,000.00-$25,000.00 should be set a side yearly to cover the cost of pavement management.  
· Maggelson Bluff is not listed on the pavement plan.  This was a joint project between CRV and Rushford.
· Knutson commented CRV has done a great job keeping taxes low.  CRV is the 2nd lowest in the whole County but if we are the 2nd lowest and falling behind on some stuff it may not hurt to move up a little to catch up
· Hart commented one of the priorites the Council set is to get catch up on things like road maintenance 
· Hart asked Chiglo if he feels CRV is in a good shape regarding equipment.  Chiglo stated CRV is in very good shape.
The main thing to remember is to get into a good replacement rotation so equipment is being traded when it still has some trade in value.  The big truck is not in good condition and not worth much for trade in.  Chiglo suggests not trading it in but to keep it for hauling product which would save on the new truck.

· David Lind-29705 State Highway 30-Right of Way:	
· Email received 8/28/2020 from Michael Dougherty, MN DOT, shows the structure is within the MN DOT right of way and does not meet CRV 30 foot setback from the MN DOT right of way
· O’Koren suggested an option could be to require Lind move the structure west 30 feet off the MN DOT right of way so it complies with CRV setbacks  
· Pettit agrees this is the most appropriate remedy that would allow Lind the use of the structure and if this were to happen a permit could be issued once it was applied for
· The non-conforming building is being used for an awards business and Grandpa Don’s meat sales.  
· Lind could apply for a CRV variance if he moved the structure out of the MN DOT right of way.  CRV has to meet Fillmore County ordinances.  A variance requires a hardship and is this case there is plenty of room 30 feet to the west of the MN DOT right of way so it is not a hardship
· August 21, 2020 CRV sent Lind a letter informing him of the $250.00 fine for beginning work before a permit was issued that was to be paid by Friday, September 4, 2020
· Pettit informed Lind of what he needed to do and Lind informed Pettit he was wrong and he did not need a permit.  Under that pretense Lind carried forward and did what he wanted to do feeling he could put that building on there because it is not on a foundation where you tie it down, it is more like a skidded building.  Lind followed through with his plan instead of taking the normal route of a permit and working it through
· Planning and Zoning determined the structure is non-conforming and Pettit brought that finding to the Council.  It is up to the Council to enforce the CRV ordinances
· It is not a permanent structure, it comes in panels so it can be moved easily.  Kyle Chiglo stated he has helped move a several of these structures and it is very simple to do

2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:	
· South Rushford Drainage Project-Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk:    
· Olinger has spoken to Glen Kopperud and Jonathan Peterson regarding easements needed for the South Rushford Drainage Project.  A verbal agreement has been reached with both landowners. O’Koren is working on the easements, they will be brought to the Council when completed.
· project involves taking the existing ditch/drainage way where the water is directed right now, deepening that to allow water from South Rushford to flow more easily to the north.  Sherwood, ditch would be lowered 18-24 inches.  Meadow, trees would be removed, ditch deepened and grading the existing swale to the north 
· The original plan was to have north side ditch grading of Sherwood and Meadow done in 2020.  Olinger suggests when asking for quotes to put the completion date to be during the 2021 construction season, this may reduce the cost a little.  He feels contractors are very busy right now catching up from COVID slowdowns and it looks like 2021 might be slower for them.
· There is a sanitary sewer line that would have to be covered with insulation on the Koppurud property
· Olinger estimates the cost at $50,000.00-$60,000.00.  Allowing for a more flexible completion schedule could help reduce the cost.
Motion made to allow Bolton & Menk to get quotes 								Motion by Hart, 2nd by Ruberg. Carried.
· South Rushford Utility Mapping-Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk: Olinger brought the utility maps for Chiglo to review.  There are a couple of additions that will need to be made to the maps.  Water was put in 1984 and sewer 1996 
· Lift Station Basket:  Chiglo reported he would like to have a second basket.  This would allow him to switch out the baskets which would allow the material in the basket to dry before it is placed in a bag and put in the dumpster.  He will get a cost estimate for another basket
· Road Grader:  
· RDO contacted Chiglo to inform him there are recalls on the hydraulic lines and brackets, there would not be a charge or service call charge to fix these recalls.  
· Chiglo will see if they can service the grader when they are here
· Chiglo reported are 11 computers in the grader.  RDO informed him there are 5 computer updates that should be done that pertain to the joystick steering, height control of the mow board, climate control and other things.  The cost for the computer updates is $311.00.  The warranty will not be affected if the updates are not made.

· South Rushford Drainage Project:  Chiglo stated he drove around South Rushford while it was raining to see where water was ponding.  He feels the plans are spot on as far as what needs to be done but stated it is hard to fight Mother Nature in that area.  He is concerned about the river water flowing back into South Rushford at the Sherwood location during a flood event.  Olinger does not feel the project will not make the problem any worse, there might be more water on the South Rushford side but it will still be sitting at the same elevation
