Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: None Reported
Other Issues/Concerns:

· Happel Floodplain Update:  A letter was received from MN DNR stating after review the new Base Flood Elevation (BFE) for the residence at 30324 Village Rd is 732.0 NAVD88.  This should get this residence out of the floodplain.
· Review 2019 Planning and Zoning Information: 
· 2019 Planning and Zoning  permits included 3 new homes, 3 farm, 5 business, 6 public hearings, 27 no charge and 1 fine.  Total 2019 receipts from permits issued is $6,056.22. 2019 expenses include Zoning Admin & Board, legal fees, mileage, advertising, refunds/reimbursements and recording fees.  Total 2019 expenses are $5,472.25.  
· The 2019 Planning and Zoning Permit and Land Use Fees were reviewed.  Permit and Land Use Fees will remain the same for 2020
· Pettit does not feel it is necessary to charge for “no charge” permits at this time
· Featherstone Farms: Addition added by Pettit
· Pettit received a letter from Jack Hedin, Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables, January 21, 2020. 
· Hedin will is asking to revise the Interim Use permit for the “Peterson Farm” located at 41016 State Highway 30 to increase the number of employees/residents allowed to live in the house, granary and/or cabin from 6-8 to 12-15.
· Hedin has made the granary into living quarters and is in compliance with CRV ordinances and also redid the sewer, oversizing it.  The cabin cannot have electric or running water.  They can live in the cabin but water has to be carried in.  
· Past Council members were concerned this would become a dormitory type of situation and required yearly visits to make sure the interim use permit conditions were being followed
· The letter stated the Minnesota Department of Labor conducts rigorous on-site inspection of housing facilities
· Pettit does not see a problem with increasing the number of employees/residents from 6-8 to 12-15 as long as Hedin is in compliance with Federal Housing Standards, US Department of Homeland Security and Minnesota Department of Labor standards.  These departments would dictate to Hedin what sites/structures would be allowed for people to live in and how many people can live at each site/structure 
· The Planning and Zoning Board did not see any issues with increasing the number of employees/residents
· Hedin would need to provide documentation showing he is meeting all Federal, Homeland Security and MN Dept of Labor requirements
· Pettit would continue to meet with Hedin annually in March to renew the Interim Use Permit
· Hedin will need to make a request to change the interim use permit
