#1367-Fred Engelhart-Doors, Windows, Ceiling Tiles-State Highway 16

Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Dorothy Pettit was issued a no charge permit for a 8x12 calf shed
· Pettit reported he had be contacted by Lynn Mattson in regards to developing a subdivision.  Mattson owns an field that is approximately 15 acres he would like to develop into 2.5 acre lots. Mattson would be required to put in a hard surface road before any lots are sold.  There would need to be a public hearing.  Access to the subdivision would come off State Highway 16.  The subdivision would be located between County Road 25 S and State Highway 16.  Right now the field is in organic ag. 
· Jack Hedin-Featherstone Fruit and Vegetables-Peterson Farm Interim Use Permit:  Pettit and Jack have completed the walk through for 2020.  Jack Hedin was present to answer questions regarding the request to increase the number of employees allowed to live at the Peterson farm from 7 to 15 for the Peterson Farm Interim Use Permit.
· Hedin stated he has been bringing seasonal workers to work at Featherstone Farms for many years
· Hedin stated the need to increase the number is not because he is planning to employ more seasonal workers but because the seasonal workers that normally would live in apartments he owns in Rushford have requested to be able to live in the country.
· There are legal green card Spanish speaking people that work for Featherstone Farms.  The Spanish speakers are in teams of 5
· Hedin must meet strict Federal Standards which are administered by the State in order for seasonal employees to be able to stay in any of his properties.
· Yearly Federal/State inspections must be done before anyone is allowed to move into a structure
· Planning and Zoning Commission amended the number of people from 7 to 15 and amended the CONDITIONS section by adding #6.  No Person will move into the house until the application is approved by the appropriate State Agency and approved documentation is received at CRV
· Planning and Zoning will give the Council a favorable recommendation and ask they approve the amended Interim Use Permit
