Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Vern Bunke-Foothills Development-Fillmore County Bluffland Ordinance:  During the May 19, 2020 Regular Council Meeting Ebner asked Pettit if this project would be located in a bluffland protection area.  Pettit contacted Cristal Adkins at Fillmore County.  Adkins provided the Fillmore County Ordinance section 613 pertaining to bluffland areas.  
· CRV must follow Fillmore County Ordinances at a minimum but CRV can be more restrictive 
· Adkins provided the Fillmore County GIS map of the area which shows sections of the area are in the bluffland protection area
· It would be up to the developer, Bunke, to make sure the plan is in compliance with Fillmore County Bluffland Ordinances before it is brought to the CRV Planning and Zoning Board for review
· Pettit believes the land above the cemetery would probably be buildable, not for the 12 sites as proposed because they would not meet CRV ordinances but the land itself appears to be out of the bluffland protection area and would have buildable spots.  The area around this area would be within the bluffland protection area and which would make it hard for development because of restrictions imposed by the Fillmore County Bluffland Ordinance
· Pettit stated Bolton & Menk would probably have to be involved to make sure what is proposed by Bunke is in compliance with Fillmore County and CRV Ordinances
· Planning and Zoning concerns:  Link, temporary access becoming a permanent access.  Kopperud, CRV does not want to allow something that will cause problems down the road for anybody.  Petersen, does not see how this will pan out even though it would be nice to have more homes in Rushford Village.  The Planning and Zoning Board agree no one wants to see Bunke continue to put money into the development that may not be able to be developed 
· Rebecca Charles-Monthly Update:
· Charles was unable to attend but did provide her monthly update for review
Other Issues/Concerns:  
·   Pettit reported Machutt, Tower Ridge, had inquired in the past about building another house on his property for a family member.  Pettit noticed fencing being done and stopped to see if this had anything to do with another home being built.  Machutt was fencing to put 8-10 head of cattle on his property and the additional house is not going to happen. 
·  Pettit stated he had previously been asked if the David Lind, 29705 State Highwas 43 S, has a feedlot permit. Pettit contacted Fillmore County.  If CRV gets an inquiry regarding a feedlot concern it is passed along to Fillmore County as  CRV does not enforce feedlot concerns.
