Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Engelhart-State Highway 16-purchased 2 white buildings from Bob Holien-Inquired about moving, which would be ok as long as CRV setbacks are met or tearing down, would need a demolition permit,  the building closest to Holien’s, and turning other building into ice cream shop if he can get water and sewer to the building-Engelhart will contact Fillmore County regarding sewer requirements
· Steve Culhane inquired about a permit application to replace a retaining wall
· Manchutt-Tower Ridge Rd-Inquired about building a home on his property for his child.  At this time it is not known where the new home would be located.  Feed lot setbacks could be an concern.  
· Milestone Materials-Fossum Pit-Deep River Rd-CRV was contacted by Nicole Lehman regarding possible mining expansion of the Fossum Pit.  Pettit stated a few years back Milestone contacted CRV to make the pit larger.  They received permission from CRV to cross the state bike trail.  Pettit does not think they can do any mining across the bike trail from the main pit without coming to CRV first to change the permit.  
Other Issues/Concerns:  
· David Lind-29705 State Highway 43 S:  

· Lind constructed a structure on a concrete pad at the end of a non-conforming building after Pettit informed him he could not place a structure on the concrete pad
· The structure was built without a permit application.  Because a permit application was not made there is not a timeline CRV has to follow
· Link got clarification from Pettit the footprint of the non-conforming building could not be extended/changed.
· Kopperud asked what to tell a landowner the reason for a setback is if the landowner asks for an explanation.  
· Fillmore County has setback requirements CRV has to follow
· Helps to keep things laid out orderly
· For the safety of people going off the road
· Allows for work that needs to be done along the roadway
· Prevents landowners building right up to the side of the road
· Kopperud asked who enforces the setback rules.  CRV has to enforce the rules because CRV has their own ordinances.  If CRV did not have their own ordinances they could adopt the Fillmore County ordinances and then Fillmore County would enforce the rules
· Pettit contacted Cristal Adkins, Fillmore County Zoning Administrator.  She indicated Fillmore County would make him move the structure especially when the landowner had been informed prior to the construction a structure could not be placed in that location. 
· The building is there, it is up to the Council to give Lind an option to move the structure to comply with CRV ordinances or remove the structure completely
· Pettit explained Lind did not extend the building the way he put it up.  They are not joined with a roof or wall, they are connected by electric and refrigeration.  Lind could swing the structure around to the west side and meet CRV ordinance requirements 
· Kopperud stated Pettit is on the right track and has talked with Lind and given him all the information he needed and Lind is doing it his own way
· Pettit stated it was Kopperud who asked him to go out and talk to Lind
Motion made to make a recommendation to the Council to fine David Lind for beginning work before a permit 




was issued

· Vacant Planning and Zoning Seat:  One seat remains vacant.  Pettit spoke to Dan Erickson, he is not interested.  Pettit had spoken with Gordon Johnson but did not get an answer.  Pettit will contact Johnson again 

· CEDA August Report-Rebecca Charles:  Charles presented her August CEDA report.  She is in the process of putting together a recruitment and CRV information letter for meat processors. 
Rebecca will bring the final Land Inventory Report to the office.  
· OneEnergy/CRV Solar Array-Land Lease:  Kopperud asked for an update.  According to an email from Eric Udelhfen-OneEnergy CRV received 9/3/2020 construction of the solar array will start the spring of 2021.  Featherstone Farms was able to lease the land for 2020 from CRV with the agreement the crop would be removed by September 30, 2020.
